Current Leadership Topics/Issues
· Christine Tardy opened the meeting with a review and approval of the minutes from last year’s steering committee meeting.  Cate Crosby moved to amend and approve the minutes from last year.  Deborah Crusan seconded.  All were in favor of this.
· Deborah Crusan moved to create a position in the IS called the “Developmental Officer”.  Tony Silva volunteered to do this.  
· Youngjoo Yi raised the question about keeping the e-list manager position since there isn’t a lot of activity.  We discussed other possibilities for activities regarding this position, such as including announcements in the newsletter about the existence of the e-list.  Christine Tardy suggested that for every message that goes out, maybe the website link for the IS could be put at the end of the message.
· We discussed the idea of setting up a TESOL-wide survey on Survey Monkey to find out where the interconnections are between second language writing and other ISs, and setting up an ad-hoc committee to propose the project for money through TESOL (special project) and design this.  It will be included on the agenda for the business meeting on Thursday, March 26, 2009.
· Deborah Crusan reinforced the need for strong booth presence at the conference, as well as the evening session for those people who are experiencing the conference for the first time, to meet authors, and to help build a scholarly community.

·  Volunteers are needed to attend the TESOL planning meeting on Saturday morning, March 28, 2009, to find a primary IS to collaborate with on ideas for presentations at next year.  Cate Crosby volunteered to attend with another someone else.
· A record number of proposals were submitted to the SLW-IS for this year’s conference.  Christine Tardy encouraged us/everyone to submit as many proposals as possible for next year’s conference.
· Christine Tardy suggested the possibility of doing a Pre Conference Institute (PCI) at next year’s conference.  PCIs can be either half or whole day held on Wednesday of the conference.   Tony Silva said he would be happy to do one.
